“the worst moment in my sports career will be to end
it” says the triathlon athlete.

In
addition to the Olympic medal, the athlete dreams of
winning the Hawaii Ironman title. To achieve that, he
has also collected titles in longer distances than the
Olympic. Last year, he was the runner-up in the Brazil
Ironman and champion in Singapore and L'Alpe
d’Huez, the most famous mountain of the Tour de
France bike event. As of 2009, he intends to dedicate
himself exclusively to long events. His coaches are
the Australian Brett Sutton and the Brazilian Antonio
Carlos Amaral, “Prof. Cali.”
